Basic Chocolates  
 

I was reminded the other day in a very big way of why I enjoy one the bene-

fits of being an Open Water Diver Instructor. The Chocolate Bar Fine, or 

Beer Fine if that is your bent have been around for a long time, and these 
days there is debate about them even!

The Tank is here at the shop, come down and practice your skills, or get one 

of us to run a SCUBA Review for you if itõs been a while. If you are heading 
out for a dive on the week-end, get your gear together a few days ahead of 

time and test it, this can save frustration on the day. I know this sounds too 

simple and sometimes it can be easily forgotten but using the BASICS can 

save a lot of time, Money and really help us all to have fun out in Da Wa-
ter!!
